We are learning about Place Value.
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Our number system is built around the digits 0 – 9
The value of the number depends on where numbers are placed.

Zero is a place holder.

Numbers are built up from 

right to left but read from 

left to right.

Each place value is worth 10 times the value to its right.

We use place value to split a number,

e.g. 264 =

200 + 60 + 4

Place value helps us to order and sequence numbers.

When we count we start at 0 ( zero )
